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1. Do a drawing based on one of the great architectural triumphs of the world. (ex: Taj Mahal, Stonehenge,

2. Create an image that emphasizes anger. Use full colour.

3.   Draw an image that within it contains a sleeping figure. Work with making the figure appear fairly mysterious.

4. Create a colour detail of one of Monet’s impressionist works.

5. Design a winner for the annual Clam Harbour Sandcastle Building competition. Be sure to include lots of stipple to convince your viewer of your medium.

6. Divide your sketchbook page in two. On one side, draw something large really, really small. On the other draw something tiny really, really large. Then erase the line and try to make the composition unified.
7. Design a page full of umbrellas. April showers and all – make sure no two are alike. This can be a collage if you so choose!
