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Visual Arts 12
Due: Friday, February 28th

Your sketchbook is worth upwards to 20% of your semester’s art mark. Not only is it significant in terms of grade, it is an important way of tracking and evaluating your progress and process. Fill it with your ideas, thoughts, images (from thumbnails to contours to classically observational drawings), prose, art inspiration, self-reflections, historical references and critiques. Get use to including everything. Title or tab (and date) the assignments you wish to be evaluated formally. Sometimes the footprints in the sand are as interesting as how far you walked down the beach…

1. Form a ‘title’ page to start your sketchbook. This should include a statement from you talking about what your artistic goals and direction will be as well as whatever drawing/design necessary to make it interesting visually.

2. Create a drawing of a cross-section of a cabbage or cauliflower. This was a popular NSCAD U. portfolio project!

3. Create one full page or a couple of half full pages of contour drawing that captures our ‘naked ghost trees’ of this season.

4. Design a page filled with provocative colour. Play with layers of colours, some areas really built up, others not so much.

5. Draw a landscape that is inspired by the kind of mark-making that Van Gogh uses in his paintings ( i.e.: the swirly, dabby strokes in 
Starry, Starry Night).  Use the entire paper surface, pushing for maximum contrast.

6. Choose a particularly visual lyric from one of your favorite pieces of music and illustrate it in colour, including text and reflection on why you like it.

7. Write a critical description of some aspect of your environment and say how it could be improved. (also an old NSCAD U. portfolio project)

8. “Free Draw”; always spend a minimum of one hour on either several      sketches or one ‘finished’ work.
